Zinc, Boron, Manganese, Iron, Copper etc, the
deficiency of these results in reduction of quality
and yield of fruits.

One of the most important problems for
growing commercial orchards are the nutritional
disorders. These disorders are thought to be
caused mainly by nutritional imbalance, nutrient
deficiencies affect physiological events as well
as fruit production and quality. Under some
circumstances, the excessive presence of a
nutrient may result in reducing the availability
of other nutrients and this usually is worse than
the deficiency itself of that nutrient.

The Indian Institute of Horticultural
Research, Bengaluru has conducted research in
Citrus growing orchards. It has shown that yield
reduction and poor fruit quality are mainly due
to deficiency of micronutrients such as Zinc,
Boron, Manganese, Iron, Copper etc.

To overcome this micronutrients deficiency,
L.ILH.R, Bengaluru has developed “Arka Citrus
Special” - a foliar micronutrient formulation
which can be applied on leaves and on fruits.
This spray solution is absorbed through stomata
of the leaves.

Preparation of spray formulation

The Arka Citrus Special is easily soluble in
water hence application is easy process.

To prepare 15 liters of spray solution, we
need 75 g of Arka Citrus Special, juice of
2-lemons and one rupee worth shampoo. Mix

this solution thoroughly in 15 liters of water
and spray on both the sides of leaves and on
fruits.

This Arka Citrus Special spray may be started
from one month before flower initiation to till
the harvest of the crop at monthly interval as
per the bahar treatment. For better results it
should be applied during dull sunshine hours
(morning or evening) and bright sun light should
be avoided. This type of application has shown
increase 1n yield up to 15-20% and improved
taste, colour of the fruit.

As per the recommendations about 6-8 kg
of Arka Citrus Special is required for one acre
for one cropping season.
